Betty Taopat Kaos

Betty Taopat Kaos is a visual storyteller whose major influences and investigations include anthropomorphic objects, religious mythology, metaphysics, sacred plants, and Asian culture. Her work explores the mythologies and memes of our culture.

Robert Lee is the Executive Director & Curator of Asian American Arts Centre. He initiated the Arts Centre's visual arts programming in 1978 and the Archive for Asian American Artists in 1982 drawing attention to Asian American artists work as a field of special study. He initiated the first public Archive for Asian American Artists in the United States encompassing 1100 artists to date. He has been working in the Asian American community of New York City since 1970 during which he served as the regional coordinator for the National Pacific Asian Coalition. Robert was also a founding Board member (1983) of the Asian American Arts Alliance of New York City.
Alex White-Mazzarella engages his viewers through spontaneously combining color, line and motion to explore and transcend visions of the culture of our time. A constant mixing of media and interaction with the surface is fundamental to the creation of intense expressive work that pushes past the material and into metaphysical observations of the age, world and reality in which we exist. Mr. White-Mazzarella currently studies under Frank O'Cain and Phillip Sherrod at the Art Students League. 
Sook Jin Jo is a New York based artist who has been a lecturer or panelist at numerous universities and art organizations, including The New School/ Parsons School of Design, New York; “Americans For the Arts” annual convention in Milwaukee, Wisconsin; and The institute of International Education, United States Department of State, Washington D.C. Her work is featured in the publications: The Martin Z. Margulies Collection: Painting and Sculpture, published by the Margulies Foundation in 2008 and A Sculpture Reader: Contemporary Sculpture Since 1980 published by ISC/ University of Washington Press in 2006; and has been published in many newspapers, magazines and books, including Art in America, Art News, Sculpture, The New York Times, Newsday, The Miami Herald,The Washington Post.
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
